Scenic Valley Trail - 1 hour and 30 to 40 minutes, plus demonstration    & ring 

time.  Goes down to a picturesque valley, around a small lake, through a stream, and 

returns up the mountain through rhododendron  and a deep woods fern forest,  

simply gorgeous.                                                     $109.70 
 

Flame Azalea and Fern Forest Trail - 1 hour 15 to 20 minutes, plus 

demonstration & ring time.  Combines the mountain top, Flame Azalea Trail, and the 

Fern Forest for a lovely trail ride.                                      $89.87 
 

Flame Azalea Trail - 50 minutes to 1 hour, plus demonstration & ring time.

Combines 

the Flame Azalea, Fern Forest, and Scenic Valley trails for a majestic ride.   $119.95 
                                          

Luncheon & Supper Rides - five days notice needed.       $99.95 -  $191.00 

 

Trotting & Cantering Program - 2 to 2 ½ hours, plus the instruction  and ring 

time.  For our thrill seekers we've added the Trotting program.  You receive the 

demonstration and time in the ring.  The rider demonstrates his/her trotting and 

cantering skills before going on the trail.   If needed, training is given on how to ride 

the trot/canter.    The trail encompasses the majestic Combination trail going  through 

the lower open fields & pastures at a trot, canter or whatever you can sustain after 

taking them at a walk to get  you familiar with the terrain.                        $149.00

Fireplaces, 2 BR's, 1 Bath, LR, Kitchen /dining area, sleeps 4 privately, plus 2 on a queen 

sleep sofa in the Chansel House.  The Depot accommodates 4 in the 2 bedrooms.  A picnic 

area is outside.  Linens and towels are furnished for the bed and bath.  Dishes, pots/pans, 

coffee maker, microwave, toaster, refrigerator and stove are provided for the kitchen.  Just 

bring your clothes and food. 

 

The vacation cabin rate is based on a maximum of 4 people in the Depot and 6 people in 

the Chansel House.   A $100 security deposit is required in addition to a first night’s 

rent deposit to reserve your cabin.  The balance is due in cash or credit card upon arrival.  

Children under 12 are free in the vacation cabins.  The security deposit is refunded if your 

cabin is left in good shape.  

 

Refunds are given, less $40 administrative costs, for any cancellations, changes/early 

departures, etc, with a minimum of 14 days notice.   With less than 14 days notice, it is the 

full cost of the reservation plus any taxes due.
